Rules and Information for the Glenside Farmers Market Holiday Craft Show
1. All spaces are 5’x 8’. If you need more space, you may rent additional spaces in increments of 5’x8’.

2. You must provide your own tables and chairs. There are a limited number of tables available but you must indicate in the application how many of each you need and there will be an additional charge of  $5.00/table, chairs are free.

3. We will try and accommodate all vendor’s needs and try not to put similar products/crafts next to each other. All spaces will be assigned by Craft Show management.

4. Setup time is on Saturday at 7:00am. Vendors must be prepared to sell by 9:00am.
5. Take down is from 3:00pm-5:00pm and not any earlier.

6. There will be limited volunteer help. If you desire the help, it is done at your own risk and Glenside Farmers Market and New Life Presbyterian Church will not be held liable for any actions from or due to the volunteers.

7. It is your responsibility to obtain all necessary licenses including sales tax.

8. ALL WORK MUST BE HAND MADE OR PRODUCED BY THE APPLICANT.  The following are not allowed for display and sale at the craft show (aka.event criteria): No imports, wholesale (buy/sell) merchandise, re-sales, flea market items, antiques and items made from kits. Glenside Farmers Market management has the right to ask any vendor to remove any item that does not fit or satisfy the events criteria.
9. Your application is a firm commitment to attend and exhibit at the show.

10. Exhibitors (vendors) are expected to conduct themselves in a professional and courteous manner. Exhibitors should not interfere with any other vendor. Items must stay inside your marked space.

11. You agree to comply with all rules, regulations or requests either stated here or at the show by representatives of the Glenside Farmers Market Craft Show.
